I.  Processional

On signal, musicians will begin playing “Pomp and Circumstance” and the processional will begin.  Faculty Marshall, Dr. Elizabeth Watkins, leads the processional in the following order:

1. Members of Graduate Faculty

2. Members of the Hooding Faculty

3. Degree Candidates (Masters, Ph.D.)

The Marshal, Liz Watkins, leads the Processional which enters Robertson Hall through the forward left door  (when facing the stage), turns right, proceeds to the open aisle in back, turns left and left again to process down the center aisle, then right toward the stage stairs.  Liz and faculty mount the stairs to the stage and stand in front of their chairs on the left of the stage.  The students will be seated in chairs on the floor as marked.

The Graduate Dean pauses at the door to wait for “Pomp and Circumstance” to begin again.  She then leads the VIP processional in the following order

1. Graduate Dean

2. Commencement Speaker

3. Chancellor or designee

4. School Deans (SOD, SOM, SON, SOP), or designee

5. Recipient of Mentorship Award

6. Alumni President or designee

7. Professor Farid Chehab
The Graduate Dean, Commencement Speaker, Chancellor, School Deans, Mentorship Awardee, Alumni President and Farid sit in the chairs on the right of the stage.

II.  Welcome from Graduate Dean

Dr. Calarco says:  “Everyone please be seated.”  

Dr. Calarco will make opening remarks, concluding with:

“………it gives me great pleasure to introduce at this time our UCSF Executive Vice Chancellor and Provost Eugene Washington.  Dr. Washington will later confer the degrees earned, on behalf of The Regents. Please give him a warm greeting.”

(Dr. Washington stands, and acknowledges the audience)
III.  Presentation of Outstanding Faculty Mentor Award

Dr. Calarco will then introduce To be Named (GSA) Graduate Student Association President, and Dan Keller (GDAA) representative of the Graduate Division Alumni Association. Presenters will come to the podium and present the award to Dr. Steven Finkbeiner.  Professor Finkbeiner will come forward and make brief remarks. (This portion of the program should be ~ 10 minutes total.)
IV.  Commencement Address

Dr. Calarco returns to the podium and introduces the commencement speaker, Dr. Bruce Alberts and returns to her seat.  Dr. Alberts delivers the commencement address and then returns to his seat.  Dr. Calarco returns to the podium.

V.  Greetings and Congratulations from Faculty and Alumni

Dr. Calarco asks Dr. Watkins, Vice-Chair of the UCSF Graduate Council to come to the podium and introduces her.  Dr. Watkins welcomes the audience on behalf of the faculty, the Graduate Council and the Academic Senate then gives brief remarks to congratulate the graduates, and returns to her seat.  Dr. Calarco returns to the podium.

Dr. Calarco asks Dr. Damsky, Asspciate Dean of the School of Dentistry to come to the podium and introduces her.  Dr. Damsky welcomes the audience on behalf of the SOD then gives brief remarks to congratulate the graduates, and returns to her seat.  Dr. Calarco returns to the podium.
Dr. Calarco asks Dr. Yamamoto, Executive Vice Dean of the School of Medicine to come to the podium and introduces him.  Dr. Yamamoto welcomes the audience on behalf of the SOM then gives brief remarks to congratulate the graduates, and returns to his seat.  Dr. Calarco returns to the podium.
Dr. Calarco asks Dr. Day, Associate Dean of the School of Pharmacy to come to the podium and introduces him.  Dr. Day welcomes the audience on behalf of the SOP then gives brief remarks to congratulate the graduates, and returns to his seat.  Dr. Calarco returns to the podium.
Dr. Calarco asks Dan Keller to come to the podium.  Mr Keller congratulates the graduates and gives brief remarks about the Graduate Division Alumni Association.  He then returns to his seat. 

Dr. Calarco asks EVC Washington to come to the podium to confer degrees on behalf of the Regents.

VI.  Conferring of Masters of Science, Masters of Advanced Studies Degrees 
EVC Washington goes to the microphone and says:  “The degrees conferred by the University of California attest to scholastic achievement, the traditional result of the University’s fulfillment of its primary duty.  In the Graduate Division, these degrees comprise the Master of Science, the Master of Advanced Studies, and the Doctor of Philosophy.  Dr. Calarco will now introduce the candidates for the master’s degrees.” 

EVC Washington stays at podium and Dr. Calarco joins him.                                                                                                

             

Dr. Calarco:  “Will the candidates for the Master of Science and Master of Advanced Studies, please rise.”

“The Master’s degree is awarded to students who complete a well balanced and unified program of study and research in an academic or professional field and meet University requirements for the degree.   Recipients of the degree have mastered the subject field and are prepared for more advanced graduate work, research or professional careers.

EVC Washington:  “By virtue of the authority vested in me by the Regents of the University of California, I confer upon you the degrees of Master of Science and Master of Advanced Studies in Clinical Research.
Congratulations!!  Please be seated.”  

EVC returns to his seat. Graduate Dean steps to podium.
Master of Science

“Will the graduates receiving the Master of Science and Master of Advanced Studies in Clinical Research please rise, proceed up the stairway to your right to be introduced, presented for your degree, and receive your hood. Upon returning to your seats, please be seated.

Master of Advanced Studies in Clinical Research
Dr. Calarco:  “It is my pleasure to introduce Professor Jeff Martin, Program Director for the Masters of Advanced Studies in Clinical Research, and Professor Robert Hiatt, Co-Chair of the Department of Epidemiology and Biostatistics.  Jeff will present the recipients of the M.A.S. degree, and Robert will hood the graduates.” 

ATTENTION – FIRST “LINE-UP” FORMS.

Graduate Dean moves to second “X”.  EVC moves to third X, SOM representative moves to 4th X, GDAA rep to last X.  Dr. Martin goes to the podium to read the names of the students who are receiving the MAS degree.  Robert goes forward and stands on first X just to the right of the podium, (Order in line will be Hiatt, Graduate Dean, EVC, SOM Dean, GDAA rep.)

Jeff Martin:  “A few comments on the MAS Program . . . . . concluding with:  “I am now going to present the candidates for the Master of Advanced Studies in Clinical Research”.

(There are 10 candidates in attendance receiving the M.A.S.) 
First student will proceed forward to the podium. Jeff will announce the graduate’s name and the student will be hooded, then shake hands with Graduate Dean, EVC, SOM Dean, GDAA rep. and receive UCSF pin.  DO NOT READ the second name until the first has gone through the line.  

Jeff and Bob return to their seats.  Calarco returns to the podium.  

ALL IN LINE-UP RETURN TO THEIR SEATS.  

VII.  Conferring of the Doctor of Philosophy Degrees
Dr. Calarco and EVC Washington return to the podium. 

Dr. Calarco: “Candidates for the degree of Doctor of Philosophy, please rise.  The Doctor of Philosophy degree is awarded as the mark of highest achievement in preparation for active scholarship and research.  Recipients of the degree have completed a rigorous course of study, demonstrated superior scholarship, and made original contributions to their chosen field of knowledge.”

EVC Washington: “By virtue of the authority vested in me by the Regents of the University of California, I confer upon you the degree of Doctor of Philosophy.  Please be seated.”

CONGRATULATIONS

Dr. Calarco:  “The graduate programs at UCSF are extraordinarily interdisciplinary.  Their faculty and students cross the lines of Schools, Departments and disciplines. Many of these students were mentored by, or consulted with, or did rotations in labs that fall under any or all of the schools; and have formed professional relationships with these faculty in addition to their dissertation advisors.  It seems appropriate to recognize that and, therefore, I am inviting the representatives from the Schools of Dentistry, Medicine and Pharmacy to come forward and take part in the remainder of this ceremony, and to congratulate all our Ph.D. graduates.  The representative from the SOD Dean’s office who will join us is Dr. Caroline Damsky, Associate Dean for Academic Affairs; the representative from the SOM Dean’s office is Dr. Keith Yamamoto, Executive Vice Dean, SOM; and from pharmacy, Dr. Bob Day, Associate Dean, School of Pharmacy. “

Dr. Farid Chehab, Professor of Laboratory Medicine, Chair of the system-wide Coordinating Committee on Graduate Affairs, and Faculty Associate of the UCSF Graduate Division, will present the candidates for the Doctor of Philosophy.”  

Dr. Chehab comes to the podium.  

Dr. Calarco moves to the right of the podium to stand on the second X, EVC moves to the third X.  Caroline Damsky, Keith Yamamoto and Bob Day will move forward to stand between EVC and Dan Keller.  Any faculty hooding their graduates will stand on the first “X”. (Order in line is faculty hooder, Calarco, Washington, Deans, Keller) 

Dr. Chehab comes to the podium and states: ” I will now present the candidates for the Doctor of Philosophy degree in the Schools of Dentistry, Medicine, Nursing and Pharmacy. Will the candidates for the Ph.D. please rise, come forward to be introduced, presented for your degree and receive your hood.”  Upon returning to your seat, please be seated.”  

Student will enter from the stairs to the left of the podium, proceed forward to the podium, give a name card, and pronounce their name.  Karen Nelson will make sure that other students remain in line queued to enter the stage. (There are 23 PhD recipients in attendance.) 

Dr Chehab: will announce:  XYZ receives his/her Ph.D. in NAME-THAT-PROGRAM and will be hooded by his/her advisor, John/Jane Doe.  The title of her dissertation is:  READ TITLE    (WAIT for each student to go through the line before introducing the next.)

The student will be hooded by his/her advisor or Dr. Calarco, shake hands with the line-up and receive UCSF pin.  

After the last graduate, the line-up will take their seats, and Dr. Calarco will return to podium.

VIII.  Recessional

Dr. Calarco leads the recessional, followed by the Commencement Speaker, EVC, School Deans, Alumni President, Marshal of Ceremony, all Faculty and all new Graduates.  We will exit through doors on the left and proceed to the reception that is in the area outside the auditorium.
Farid Chehab will direct the faculty on stage to follow the VIPs, then will move down the stairs and ensure that the Graduates join the recessional, so there is a formal exiting from the auditorium.
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
